Her final time took nearly a 
minute-and-a-half off Barbara Dunbar’s record of 21:16.05. Val also 
set records in the 50 free (30.00), 50, 100 and 200 fly (33.28, 1:14.51 
and 2:43.64) and 400 IM (5:56.27).

MASTERS SWIMMERS QUALIFY FOR OLYMPIC TRIALS
Former U.S. national team members Dawn Heckman, 34, and 
Ed Moses, 31, both representing Rose Bowl Masters, made quite 

an impact at the Los Angeles Invitational, July 14-17, at USC’s McDonald’s 
Swim Stadium. Heckman placed 11th in the women’s 200 meter free 
(2:04.05), ninth in the 400 free (4:18.63) and sixth in the 800 free (8:47.99 
finals, 8:46.47 prelims). Her times in the 400 and 800 cleared the 2012 U.S. 
Olympic Trials qualifying standards. Meanwhile, Moses placed eighth in 
the men’s 100 breast (1:03.69) and 16th in the 200 breast (2:25.32 finals, 
2:20.74 prelims). Both of his times also qualified for the 2012 Trials. 
Competing at the Arizona Senior State Championships in early July in 
Phoenix, Swimming World’s own Jeff Commings, 37, qualified for Trials

As we prepare for a new season as officials, now is the time to look 
back at last year and evaluate how well we performed. We should 
identify strengths and weaknesses, and generate goals for improve-
ment. That may be simply learning the administrative end of swim 
meets or understanding the technical rules for both the actual strokes 
and for conducting meets.

Here are some thoughts:
Ask questions during stroke briefings: The main reason for 

these briefings is to provide instructions regarding the pace and proto-
col of the meet. More importantly, it should be a time to ask questions 
regarding rule interpretations or events that we may have seen from 
a previous session.

Seek advice during a meet: If we see something unusual and 
there is a chief judge (CJ) present, explain to the CJ what we may have 
noticed and ask what their interpretation would be and why. By doing 
this, we will also learn more what to observe and why. If time doesn’t 
permit, make it a point to ask during another briefing or immediately 
after a session of a deck referee or meet referee while it’s still fresh in 
our minds.

Wear a headset on occasion: Even though we don’t usually 
require the use of headsets except for deck refs, meet refs and CJs, it 
is good at times to wear one and listen to the communication that 
transpires during a meet. We will hear about the protocol for DQs and 
how they are made. This will help us understand how the meet referee 
and his assistants conduct the meet.

Work more meets: The best way to gain experience and confi-
dence is to volunteer to work more sessions, including non-local meets 
or meets outside our LSC. It’s a great experience and a better way to 
get to know different people. Although we strive to be as consistent as 
possible in the conduct of the meet, there are subtle differences in the 
way things are done or the way we may be instructed to perform our 
duties. Variety will help make us better and more flexible officials, and 
it could also spur further questions to ask during briefings.

Take advantage of our LSC’s officials committee as well as the 
national officials committee: There is much to learn from members 
of both of these committees. Should we have questions, we should 
contact them.

Read, read, read the rulebook: All of the information regarding 
rules and proper conduct of meets is written in the rulebook. Try to 
re-read different sections to become more familiar with its contents.

By taking inventory of our strengths and weaknesses, we can all 

become better officials. ❖

Rosemarie Kother Gabriel (1986 ISHOF Honor 
Swimmer) was the dominant butterflyer of her 
era. At the first World Championships in Belgrade 
in September 1973, she erased Karen Moe’s then-
world record of 2:15.57 in the 200 meter fly with 
her prelim swim of 2:15.45, then took it down to 
2:13.76 in finals. She also was part of the world 
record-setting 400 medley relay and earned a 
silver in the 100 fly behind teammate Kornelia 
Ender. In all, she set five WRs in the 200 fly and 
three in the 100 fly. She came out of retirement to 
compete in the 1976 Olympics, earning a bronze 
medal in the 200 fly (2:12.86).
