Women’s 200 Fly

With the Mary T. Fan Club on
hand, Miss Meagher did not disap-
point.

She clocked 2:07.53 for the sixth
fastest performance of all time (she
holds the other five as well) and the
fastest time in the world this year.

The race was actually for second,
but even runner-up Nancy Hogs-
head, 22, of Concord-Pleasant Hill,
had a distinct margin over 14-year-
old Erika Hansen of Germantown,
2:11.25 to 2:13.78.

Both Meagher and Hogshead,
members of the 1980 Olympic team
which couldn’t compete in Moscow
because of the boycott, will now

have their chance at Olympic gold
in Los Angeles.

“One thing that’s for sure is that
I'll never look back on this year and
wonder if I could have swum faster,”
Mission’s 19-year-old Meagher said.
“I'm doing the best I can right now.”

“I'd like to echo what T. said,”
Hogshead commented. “I'll never
look back on this year and not think
I did every single thing possible.”

With their 200 fly performances,
Meagher qualified in both butterflys
while Hogshead claimed her third
individual Olympic berth, having
already won the 100 free and placed
second in the 200 IM.

“I'm not completely pleased with
the time,” Meagher said. “I need
to make a few adjustments in my
stroke. Looking at the ABC-TV film,
I could see that.”

For someone who is constantly
striving for the perfect race,
Meagher couldn’t admit to satisfac-
tion after the 200 fly.

“No, I'm not satisfied,” Meagher

said. “I want the world record. It
would have been nice (to do it here)
because 1 had a big home crowd,
and they've been so supportive.
“I'm hoping for the best (in Los
Angeles). Deep down, I can’t see
myself going to the Olympics and
not swimming my best times. I can
only hope for that.”
